Goat Husbandry         Are you interested in raising healthy and productive goats?  If you are, then 
this goat short course is a good place for you to brush up on your basic goat husbandry knowledge 
and get started in the right direction.  Even if you have been raising goats for quite awhile, you are 
sure to pick up some new information that will help you improve your herd management.    

Feeding & Nutrition        There is more than one way to feed a goat herd, and goat nutrition can 
be an interesting topic of discussion, especially when you identify your goals and objectives first. 
This will be the focus in this program on goat nutrition and selection.  A basic introduction will be 
given on how to use vitamins and minerals as therapy, to correct problems, and as supplements, 
to improve performance.  The class will also review when to use and how to choose commercial 
goat feeds, and you will get pointers on selections of roughages for your goats.    

Breeding Stock Selection         One of the most important management decisions when 
raising livestock is the selection of replacement breeding stock.   A basic review of this topic will 
be included in this goat short course.
